During the past couple of years Larry has helped us in 
many ways at Pine Ridge.

I had 
been praying for a Parish Associate, a retired pastor to 
help with calling in hospitals and after people had gone 
home. Larry said politely that he wasn‟t really interested 
in hospital calling, what he really wanted to do was to 
help start a small group program. I realized that is really 
what we needed most. Through his work with the 
Session, a small groups committee and the staff he has 
helped to get some groups started, and more importantly 
helped us to learn how we can continue pursue this 
important work apart from dependence on him. 
 
Larry has met with our staff at our regular meetings on 
Tuesday and has brought many creative resources and 
ideas to help us get to know the scripture and one 
another better. Through Larry we have become a 
stronger team. I have also had a chance to learn about 
Taekwondo through him and his family‟s involvement in 
this martial art. He has also helped me to learn more 
about dealing with chronic illness with humor, grace, 
dignity and faith. 
 
When they came back to Kansas City the Wheelers 
hoped to eventually relocate to the Northland, but in the 
intervening months their plans have changed. The house 
that was to provide a transition from Sedalia to this area 
was affected, like all real estate, in the drop in the 
economy last fall. Chris found a job not far from their 
home, and Spencer has been in the Independence 
school system for two years. He will be a junior next year 
at William Chrisman High School. It has been a hard 
decision, but Larry has realized that their family needs to 
focus on finding a church closer to their home at this 
time. 
 
On June 14

th
 we will recognize Larry in worship to thank 

him for all he has been as our Parish Associate. We will 
also pray for God‟s richest blessings on Chris, Spencer 
and all of the Wheelers as they search for a spiritual 
home closer to their current home. I hope that the church 
will take the opportunity to thank Larry for the great 
things he has given us in sharing himself and helping us

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Dear Friends, 
 

In April I traveled back to Cedar 
Rapids, Iowa with ten other members of 

the Pine Ridge‟s DART program for a second 
adult mission trip to that area. It was a long and 
rewarding week as we worked very hard to help with the 
relief effort from last summer‟s devastating flood. Each 
night as we returned home, we all felt our age a little bit 
more when we reached the stairs going up to the rooms 
where we were sleeping. During the time we were there 
we broke up into smaller teams, worked on three 
separate houses and a community center which was 
connected to the National Czech Catholic Parish. When I 
look back on the work that was accomplished I am 
pleased to remember the sub flooring and ceramic tile 
that was laid, the walls that were framed, the rolls of 
insulation installed, the many sheets of drywall that were 
measured, cut, and installed, and the doors that were 
installed and trimmed out. But what is more lasting to me 
is the realization of the number of lives that were 
touched.  
 
Since we were there in October it was easy to see that a 
lot had been accomplished. Much of the debris had been 
hauled away. The streets of downtown Cedar Rapids 
were no longer filled with roll-off construction dumpsters, 
and most of the plywood on the lower floor windows 
downtown had been replaced by real glass once again. 
However, there is still a lot of work to be done. While we 
were there it was announced that the decision had finally 
been made to simply level one section of town because 
there was so little of the housing that was salvageable. 
When we were there in October there was still a 
corporate sense of adrenaline that they were going to get 
through all of this, but by April the town had been through 
a long winter and there was more a sense of the 
depression that they had been working for nine long 
months and there was still so much to do. One of the 
volunteer organizers told me they were really worried that 
the folks in Fargo, North Dakota, would be badly hit by 
the flooding and the number of volunteers for Cedar 
Rapids might dry up. 

 
There is 
much to 
be said 
about the 
ministry 

of presence. Why do people want a pastor to stop by the 
hospital? Because even though they know that the Lord 
knows they are there, they are comforted to know that 
other human beings remember them. Our sheer 
presence in Cedar Rapids was of huge importance - not 
because we were anyone special, but simply because we 
cared enough to come and help out. The home owners 
whose places we worked on, the people of the Catholic 
parish who wanted to put their community center back to 
work, the members of the church we stayed in and the 
volunteer coordinators who helped us out continually 
thanked us simply for coming and letting them know they 
weren‟t forgotten. Our being there for them encouraged 
and recharged them to be there for each other.  
 
This is the real lasting value of our missions program! 
Yes we can rebuild homes, but more importantly we have 
the chance to encourage and help others when their 
spiritual wells have run dry and they simply don‟t have 
the energy and resources to help themselves. Thank you 
to everyone in the church who participated in some way 
to help us continue the adult mission program. There are 
a couple more adult mission trips planned this year so 
please keep your eyes, ears and heart open to the next 
opportunity for you to be a part in this ministry of Lord‟s 
presence! Peace…..
