* Hole punch

* Beads or beans (or other

* 6 pieces of ribbon (each
about 5" long and 1/4" wide)

* 6 jingle bells

* Stickers

* Markers

What you do:

1. On the bottom of each plate,
write, “Shout for joy to the

2.Punch six evenly spaced
holes around the rim of one
plate.
