CANCELLATIONS
If a child is out due to illness, please call
the preschool at 816.584.1655 Opt. 2 and
leave a message. There will be no credit
given due to missed days.

ILLNESS

To protect against illness, children are not
allowed at school if they have been
vomiting, had diarrhea, or had a fever of
100 or higher in the last 24 hours. If a child
becomes sick while at school, the parents
will be notified immediately. Student files
must have complete and updated
emergency contact info.

IMMUNIZATIONS
